Editing the registry 
Be extremely careful, because it can be very difficult to restore anything you didn't mean to change. 

Consider backing up the registry before you start and keeping detailed notes of everything you change, 

especially prior values. 

1.)  Open regedit by clicking on "Start -> Run", typing in regedit and clicking "OK" 

 

The registry editor will open a window: 

 

  

2.) Browse to the TCP/IP registry keys under 

HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SYSTEM\CurrentControlSet\Services\Tcpip\Parameters 

by expanding successive folders on the left panel and scrolling down as needed.
